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Dear Freshman Fest 2011 Participant, 
Thursday, August 25th is coming quickly and all of us are working hard to make Freshman Fest an incredible time for everyone involved.  So far over 200 incoming students will be attending – or over 60% of all the known Jewish 1st-year students at UD.
Let us tell you a little bit about this year’s Freshman Fest group.  Our participants come from 14 different states, including people from as far away as California and Florida. There are 51 different majors represented - with University Studies far and away the most popular (as always). To put it plainly, we have a great diverse group of people coming and we can't wait to meet each and every one of you. 
Things to remember.....
1. Residence Halls open for move-in at 5:00pm on Thursday, August 25.  We suggest arriving earlier and having an early dinner on Main St. (dinner for participants will not be until about 8:00pm) and then go to your Residence Hall around 4:30pm and unpack the car onto the sidewalk so that you can park the car before 5:00pm.

Allow yourself plenty of time for traffic. Although it might seem that you do not have a lot of stuff, you only have a limited time (until 7:30pm) to unload your car so being able to move in at 5:00pm is essential. There sometimes can be a lot of traffic on I-95.
2.  If you ordered a computer through UD and want to pick it up on Thursday (prior to 5:00pm), you must call ahead
(302-831–2157) to set this up.  
3.  Check in at your residence hall with your RA who will give you your key and access card.  Residence Life asks that you pull to the curb only to drop off your bags and then park your car in any parking garage, lot, or available street parking. The RA’s will not be available, so, you cannot move your things in until 5:00pm. Remember, a $50 per night early move in fee will be added to your first housing bill.
4.  There will be several Freshman Fest Ambassadors, Coordinators and volunteers placed around campus from 5:00pm -7:00pm to help you get oriented and to verify that you’ve arrived.  Please don’t commandeer them to move all your stuff in; they may have time to help you a little, but their primary job is to make sure everything is running smoothly and to answer questions.  You’ll identify them by their official Freshman Fest t-shirts. They should show you where your pick-up point is (list attached).  Don’t hesitate to ask them any questions!
5. Getting your books: Again we are offering Freshman Fest participants the opportunity to pre-order books from the Delaware Book Exchange.  Go to  www.delawarebookexchange.com, place a “BUY” order (rather than a “RESERVE” pre-order) on choose in-store pickup for the shipping method, and then in the special comments section type the words “HILLEL FRESHMAN FEST”.  They will NOT deliver your books to Hillel if you do not tell them that it is for Freshman Fest.  All orders placed by Freshman Fest participants will receive a $20 discount of orders of $250 or more and a $10 discount on orders of $150 or more.   
6.  Be ready at your pick up location (see below) no later than 7:30pm; (be on time, please) where you will be met by your Ambassadors. 
7.  Parents – don’t forget about the Parents’ reception at 7:30pm.  Ronit Sherwin, Hillel’s Executive Director, and Chabad on Campus’ Rabbi Eliezer Sneiderman are looking forward to meeting you! It will be held at UD Hillel (47 W. Delaware Ave).  Please RSVP to Ronit at rshwerwin@udel.edu.
