You have registered to participate in Hillel’s Freshman Fest 2011, (the *Event*) under the following terms and conditions: you acknowledge and agree (a) that you will be responsible for the payment of $50 personally for participation in the Event, and (b) that, in addition to payment of $50 and registration for the Event, you will be charged an additional $50/night early move in fee, assessed directly by the University of Delaware..

1.  You further acknowledge and agree that The Kristol Center for Jewish Life at University of Delaware, Inc. and any affiliated company, their respective directors, officers, servants, agents, employees and representatives, (all of the above together shall hereinafter be referred to as “HILLEL”), and all individuals and organizations that provide financial support directly or indirectly to HILLEL (hereinafter referred to as “HILLEL Funders”) shall not be liable or responsible for any loss or damage which you may sustain to your person or property, or for any loss or damage by reason of any delay, modification, curtailment or arrangement pertaining to the services or facilities to be provided by HILLEL in connection with your participation in the Event. It is understood and agreed by you that HILLEL and HILLEL Funders assume no responsibility whatsoever, and shall not be held responsible for the operation and management of any of the facilities which may be employed in connection with the Event outside the Hillel building and/or any extension thereof or for any damage or claim arising from or in connection therewith.

2. You acknowledge that you have consulted a physician of your own choice and have been advised by that physician that you are in good health, do not suffer from any physical or mental ailment or disability which requires any medical or surgical care or treatment, or which would make your travel and/or participation in the Event hazardous, unwise, unwarranted or a potential source of danger to you or to others who may travel with or participate in the Event.

3. You acknowledge that potential Event activities, including, but not limited to, walking, swimming, sport activities, and bus travel, may be subject to certain hazards; and further that you are voluntarily participating in the Event and these activities and understand the dangers and risks involved. You hereby agree to accept any and all risks, costs and expenses associated with participating in the Event.

You acknowledge and agree that you may be removed from the Event for (a) having provided incorrect or false information regarding any portion of your application or at any time during the application process; (b) failure to participate in any portion of the Event; (c) use or possession of illegal drugs; (d) illegal use or possession of alcohol; (e) acts of violence or vandalism; (f) failure to disclose, or disclosure of, inaccurate, relevant medical information; or (g) failure to comply with any rules or regulations imposed by staff, HILLEL or their employees, servants and agents, including, but not limited to, all terms and conditions of this Agreement, at the sole discretion of HILLEL.

5. You hereby acknowledge that by voluntarily providing HILLEL with any personal information in connection with your participation in the Event, you consent to the distribution of such personal information to any organizations deemed appropriate by HILLEL.
You hereby give HILLEL, HILLEL’s agents and organizations deemed appropriate by HILLEL that perform functions integral to its mission, including, but not limited to, educational tour organizers receiving funding from HILLEL and organizations that provide financial support directly or indirectly to HILLEL (all of which are referred to herein as “HILLEL supporters”) permission to post or publish your name and quotes, articles, thank-you letters, or photographs, etc. related to your participation in the Event, in whole or in part, without compensation to you, on any pages of the HILLEL website, which is currently located at http://www.udhillel.org, on any pages of a HILLEL supporter’s website and in any promotional materials prepared for or on behalf of HILLEL or HILLEL supporters.  You understand that this permission is perpetual in time and that it encompasses, without limitation, any copyright or right of publicity or privacy that you may have in your name, quotes, articles, thank-you letters, or photographs, etc.  You understand that the HILLEL or HILLEL supporter’s website and promotional materials in which your name, quotes, articles, thank you letters, or photographs, etc. may appear will not include your address and that your address will not be disclosed to third parties in the course of preparing your name, quotes, articles, thank you letters, or photographs, etc. for posting or publishing. 

6. You have read, understand and agree to be bound by the foregoing terms, policies and all rules and regulations of the Event, including those which may be modified, adopted or superceded from time to time. You are aware that these rules, regulations, policies and programs may be changed at any time and will, as changed, be binding on you. HILLEL will notify you in the Event of significant modifications to these rules, regulations, policies and programs.  You acknowledge that your continued participation in the application process or the Event itself will be considered an acceptance of such modifications. You acknowledge that your agreement to the above is a precondition to your participation in the Event, and that failure to accept this waiver and permission agreement and to agree to its terms would result in HILLEL’s rejecting your application to participate in the Event.
